I am currently reading Warriors Don’t
Cry, the memoir of Melba Patillo Beals.
Melba was one of the ‘Arkansas Nine’
who integrated Central High School in
Little Rock in 1957. Melba was fifteen
when she became a student at Central
High School and entered the frontlines
of  the fight for civil rights.

A central person in Melba’s life was her
grandmother, India. Grandma India was
a strong, godly woman. She could be
known to shout, “God hears you talking
this way,” into the receiver of the phone
upon receiving threatening calls. She
could also be known to stand watch
through the night, armed with a shotgun
to protect her family.

Melba talks about when she noticed
segregation: By the time I was four years old, I
was asking questions neither my mother nor
grandmother cared to answer. “Why do the
white people write ‘Colored’ on all the ugly
drinking fountains, the dingy restrooms, and the
back of buses? When will we get our turn to be
in charge?’ Grandma India would only say, “In
God’s time. Be patient, child, and tell God all
about it.”

Grandma India’s response is interesting
to me. She does two things: she ac-
knowledges God’s sovereignty and she
encourages a personal relationship
between Melba and God.

I am faced with the question, would my
response have been the same? Or, would
I have tried to explain it away? Would I
have tried to defend and explain God,
or better yet, fix the situation? Grandma
India was in a situation that she could
not fix, yet how often aren’t we in those
situations as well?

I wonder how many times our efforts to
protect our loved ones aren’t anything
more than meddling in their relationships
with the Lord. Do we direct them
towards Him or do we try to play God
in their lives? Do we trust God with
them? Perhaps more at the heart of the
question, do we trust Him with our
lives?

Upon Grandma India’s advice, Melba
did tell God all about it. She wrote letter
upon letter to Him. She shared her fears
and her anger and confusion.
